This is a core course for the third-year English major students with an orientation
of Linguistics. It includes acquisition of first, second and third language. To be specific,
the stages and features of first language acquisition, the studies and research
methodology of syntactic, semantic and phonetic acquisition in first language will be
introduced and discussed. The factors affecting second language acquisition, the
studies and research methodology of syntactic, semantic and phonetic acquisition in
second language, as well as the relationship between SLA and other disciples are also
introduced and discussed. And finally, The factors affecting third language acquisition,
the main studies and research methodology of third language acquisition will be
introduced and discussed. This course aims to introduce basic concepts, theories and
research of first, second and third language acquisition and prepare students for
future work and research.
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
