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*PRFET A (Description)

The course of speech-language pathology prepares students with a strong
foundation in normal acquisition of speech, language, and hearing, and provides an
introduction to the field of communication sciences and disorders. Students will also
become familiar with the anatomical and physiological bases of human
communication and swallowing. Students have the opportunity to explore related
fields such as English as a second language, psychology, special education, audiology
and hearing science, gerontology and neurological bases of communication and

swallowing.

1. Students will develop an understanding of the basic components of human
communication including their biological, neurological, acoustic, psychological,
developmental, linguistic, social and cultural bases.

2. Students will understand the nature of communication disorders and
communication differences.
